We have heartily welcomed the Right Honour-
able Lord Kinnaird as Lord High Commissioner
to this General Assembly in succession to Lord
Oolebrooke, who with Lady Colebrooke so greatly
commended themselves to the Assembly of last
year. We venture to assure Your Majesty that
we regard him as a most worthy successor to
the long line of distingnished Noblemen who
have for so many years represented the Crown
in the General Assembly.

We earnestly pray that God may continue to
bestow His richest blessings upon Your Majesty,
our gracious Queen Alexandra, the Prince and
Princess of Wales, and all the Members of Your
Royal House.
