To THE KING'S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY,

MAY IT PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY,—

We, the Ministers and Elders of the Church
of Scotland in General Assembly met, beg
respectfully to acknowledge Your Majesty's most
gracious letter, and to express our gratitude for
Your Majesty's interest in the Avork of the
Church and determination to maintain Presby-
terian Government in Scotland.

We thank Your Majesty for Your Majesty's
sympathy with the Church in the loss of our
late Moderator, and for the mark of respect to
his memory which Your Majesty has graciously
shown by appointing a representative to attend
his memorial service.

We receive with deep gratitude the intima-
tion of Your Majesty's gift of Two Thousand
pounds, and we shall endeavour to spend the
same in such a manner as to extend the blessings
of religion in the Highlands and Islands.

Your Majesty's renewed appointment of the
Eight Honourable Lord Kinnaird as Lord High
Commissioner has been received by the General
Assembly with the utmost pleasure and satis-
faction, as the Assembly has had in past years-
the experience of his ability, interest, and
courtesy.

That the rich blessing of Almighty God our
Heavenly Father may rest upon Your Majesty,
Our gracious Queen, and the Royal Family will
ever be the prayer of Your Majesty's faithful
servants, the Ministers and Elders of the Church
of Scotland.
