La Libre, commanded by Monf. befcorche::, ;

capitaine de fregate, mounts 24 18-pounder guns
on the main deck, 6 36-pounder carronades, and
10 g-pounder guns on the quarter deck and fore-
caltle, with a complement of 280 men. She

fubmitted, after an obltinate defence of half an |

hour, having 20 men killed and wounded, and
received fo much damage that all her mafts went
overboard foon aftef we took poffefion. She
failed from Flufhing on the 14th November, in
company with a French frigate of 48 guns, from
whom {he parted in a gale of wind, on the oth
inft, on the coaft of Scotland.

I have much pleafure in communicating to you
the good conduét of the officers and men of the
Egyptienne in this affair, and have only to re-
gret thiat the inferior force of the enemy did not
giveroom for the full excent of their fervices,.—
Enclofed is a lift of the wounded, and I am for-
ry to add that one is fince dead.
