It was solely due to
his courage and daring that his boat suc-
ceeded in making good her escape with the
survivors of the ¢ Thetis,”’

Was of the greatest assistance in keeping
up communication between the various units
of the battalion, and carried out his duties
in a calm manner, which greatly contributed
to the success of the operations.

both shore batteries and machine-guns.

Rendered great services in * Sirius’ dur-
ing the operations off Ostend. After
 Sirius >’ had been sunk, pulled thirteen
miles out to gea with ten men of ‘“ Sirius’’
s0 as to avoid capture. Volunteered for the
second operation as soon as he knew it was
contemplated.
