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shall be paid in such manner, and subject to
such restrictions, conditions, and provisions,
as are from time to time directed by Order in
Council :

- And whereas we are of opinion that the
rates of extra duty pay at present authorised
for non-commissioned officers and men em-
ployed in appointments at the several Royal
Marine Divisions, and the Depot, R.M., Deal,
and at Rifle Ranges abroad require revision;
also that extra pay for casual services, as pre-
scribed for seamen and Royal Marines afloat,
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should be payable to Royal Marines on shore
strength :

““ We beg leave humbly to recommend that
Your Majesty may be graciously pleased, by
Your Order in Council, to sanction payment of
the rates specified in the annexed Schedules
to such members, from such dates, and subject
to such conditions, as have been already pre-
scribed by us, with the approval of the Lords
Commissioners of Your Majesty’s Treasury
where necessary, or may in future be so
prescribed.
