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Convention between Her Majesty and the French Republic, for the Establishment of International
Copyright.

Signed at Paris, November 3,1851.
^Ratifications exchanged at Paris, January 8,1852.3

HER Majesty the Queen of the United King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland, and the

President of the French Republic, being equally
desirous of extending in each Country the enjoy-
ment of copyright to works of literature and of
the fine arts, which may be first published in the
other; and Her Britannic Majesty having con-
sented to extend to books, prints, and musical
works published in France, that reduction of the
duties uow levied thereon on importation into the
United Kingdom, which she is by law empowered
to grant, under certain circumstances, in favour of
such works published in Foreign Countries ; Her
Britannic Majesty and the President of the French
Republic have deemed it expedient to conclude a
special Convention for that purpose, and have
therefore named as their Plenipoteutaries, that is
to say :—

Her Majesty the Queen of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Ireland, Constantine Henry,
Marquess of Normanby, a Peer of the United
Kingdom, Knight of the Most Noble Order of the
Garter, and Knight Grand Cross of the Most
Honourable Order of the Bath, &c., Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary to the French
Republic;

And the President of the French Republic,
M. Lewis Felix Stephen Turgot, Officer of the
National Order of the Legion of Honour, Knight
of the Royal Order of San Fernando of Spain,
Second Class, &c. &c., and Minister for the De-
partment of Foreign Aftairs;

Who, after having communicated to each other
their respective full powers, found in good and
due form, have agreed upon and concluded the
following Articles :—

ARTICLE I.
From and after the date on which, according to

the provisions of Article XIV, the present Con-
vention shall come into operation, the authors of
works of literature or of art, to whom the laws of
either of the two Countries do now or may here-
after give the right of property, or copyright,
shall be entitled to exercise that right in the
territories of the other of such Countries for the
same term, and to the same extent, as the authors
of works of the same nature, if published in

Affaires Etrangeres;

Lesquels, apres s'iHre communique leurs pleins

ARTICLE I.
