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»g may be otherwise provided therein, or may be
otherwise directed by such Order in Council.

And whereas an Act haa been passed by the
Governor, the Council and Assembly of the Island
of Grenada and its dependencies (No. 477), " to
authorize the importation into Grenada of books,
being Foreign reprints of books first composed, or
written, or printed, or published in the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and in
which there shall be copyright," whereby pro-
vision is made for protecting the rights of British
authors in the said colony :

And whereas Her Majesty has expressed Her
royal approval of the said Act;

Now therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the
advice and consent of Her Privy Council, and by
the authority of the same, doth order, and it is
hereby ordered, that so long as the said Act shall
remain and continue in force -within the said
colony, all prohibitions in any of the said herein-
hefore recited Acts of the Imperial Parliament, or
in any other Acts thereof contained, against the
importing into the said colony, or against the
selling, letting out to hire, exposing for sale or
hire, or possessing therein, Foreign reprints of
books first composed, written, printed, or pub-
lished in the United Kingdom, and entitled to
copyright therein, shall be suspended, so far as
regards the said colony.

And the Most Noble the Duke of Newcastle,
one of Her Majesty's Principal Secretaries of
State, and the Right Honourable the Lords Com-
missioners of Her Majesty's Treasury, are to give
the necessary directions herein, as to them may
respectively appertain.
