HIS Grace the Duke of Newcastle has this day
received a Despatch, of which the following

is a copy, addressed to His Grace hy Field-Mar-
shal tho Lord Raglan, G.C.B.

Before Sevastopol,
MY LORD DUKE, December 18, 1854.

NOTHING has occurred since I had the honour
to address your Grace on the 13th instant.

The Weather which was then fine, changed on
the following afternoon, and from that time to
the evening of the 16th, it hardly ceased either to
rain, hail, or snow.

The night of the 16th was particularly severe ;
but it cleared up yesterday, and to-day it is again
dry.

The bad days above mentioned have however
rendered the communications more difficult, and
materially retarded the movement of supplies and
stores.

The 89th and 17th Regiments have arrived
from Gibraltar, and will take their place in the
3d and 4th Divisions this day.

A considerable portion of the warm clothing
has been received, and is in course of issue ; and
the men are most grateful to Her Majesty's
Government for having provided for them what
conduces so essentially to their comfort.

I have the honour to transmit Returns of the
casualties between the llth and 16th.
