My Lorp Duxkg, December 26, 1854,

4 I mave nothing to report to your Grace to-
ay.

The rain which prevailed on Saturday was suc-
ceeded by snow on Sunday, and it was almost the
worst day I ever saw. At night it froze, and the
frost has continued ever since, without being
severe ; but it has not as yet tended to dry the
ground, still in a lamentable state.

Every effort is making, that the state of the
roads will permit, to bring up ammunition and
the materials of siege, and General Canrobert is
in this respect affording us every possible as-
sistance.

- The garrison keeps up a bheavy fire upon our
trenches, particularly at night, and your Grace
will regret to see by the Returns which I enclose,
that we daily sustain some casualties.
