terized by the ardent and unyielding courage, the
devotion and exemplary discipline which they
had shown throughout the campaign. And all of
us witnessed with admiration the skill aad noble
courage with which the troops of the Bengal
army, under Lieutenant-Colonel Maxwell, fought
by our side, and contributed BO largely to the
success of the operations. I beg most respectfully
to recommend these gallant soldiers, those of the
Bengal, as well as those of the Bombay army, one
and all, to the most favourable consideration of
his Excellency the Commander-in-Chief. They
had to contend, under a deadly sun, and in most
difficult, ground, with a desperate foe, greatly their
superior in numbers. They fought till they dropped
or conquered. The fort and town of Calpee
exhibited proofs of the high service of Captains
Blunt and Turnbull, of the Bengal artillery and
engineers, and of their officers and men stationed
in the batteries ou the other side of the Jumna.
The shells had fallen almost as I could have wished,
and caused a destruction which no doubt influenced
a good deal the rebels in their determination to
abandon the fort and town.

I have the honour to enclose returns of the
casualties of the forces engaged in the operations
before Calpee,* and of the enemy's ordnance cap-
tured in the fort of Calpee, and in the pursuit of
the rebel army.
