GEORGE R.

HEREAS it has been reprefented
to Us, that divers diflolute and dif-
orderly Perfons have moit riotoufly
and unlawfully affembled them-
felves together, to the Difturbance of the pub-
Jck Peace ; and have, in a moft daring and au-
dicious Manner, affaulted feveral Merchants
and others coming to Our Palace at St. James’s,
ud have committed many A&s of Violence
and Qutrage before the Gates of Our Palace ; and
that thefe Aés of Violence have been accom-
pnied with Threats of a_moft dangerous Kind 5
We, taking the fame into Our moft ferious
Confideration, and - being refolved to fupprefs all
fuch umultuous Riots and Diforders, tending to
the Difturbance of the Publick Peace, and to the
Endangering of all Order and Government, have
thought fit, by and with ¢he Advice of Qur
Piivy Council, to iffue this Our Royal Procla-
mation, hereby ftrily charging and command-
ing the Lord Mayor, and the Juftices of the
Pace of Our City of London, and the Juftices
of the Peace of Our City and Liberties of Weft-
minfler, and Borough of Southwark, and of the
Counties of Middlefex and Surry, that they do
ule their utmoft Endeavours to prevent and fup-
prel all Riots, Tumults, and unlawful Affem-
blies; and to put in due and ftri€t Execution the
Laws and Statutes made for preventing, and for
the more fpeedy and effectual fuppreffing and
punithing the fame ; and that all Our loving Sub-
jo&s be aiding and aflifting therein.
Given at Our Court at St. James’s, the
Twenty-fecond Day of March, One

thoufand feven hundred and fixty-nine,
in the Ninth Year of OurReign.

Government, beg Leave to profefs our fteady
Loyalty and Duty to your Majefty, and our
firm Refolution to exert our utmoft Power in
fupporting the Honour and Dignity of your Ma-
jefty’s Crown, in preferving the Safety, Peace,
and Tranquility of your Majefty’s Realms, in
maintaining Public Credit, and promoting Com-
merce, for the Benefit of your Subjefls through-
out your Dominions.

And we beg Leave to exprefs our Concern
and Abhorrence of every Attempt to fpread Se~
dition, to inflame the Minds, and alicnate the
Affe&ions of a free and loyal People from the
beft of Kings, and his Government, which we
apprehend has of late been encouraged, without
the leaft Shadow of Foundation, by fome few ill-
defigning Perfons, to anfwer finifter and felfith
Purpofes. ’

And we moft fincerely pray Almighty God,
that your Majefty’s great and bright Example of
Piety, Goodnefs and Clemency, may operate fa
effeCtually upon the Minds of your People, as ta
fupprefs that Spirit of Licentioufnefs, Profanenefs,
and Irreligion, which has been induftrioufly pro-
pagated, to delude the Unwary to their own De-

ftruétion ;3 and that the fame good Providence °

will grant your Majefty a long and happy Reign
over a dutiful and loyal Pecple, and blefs your
Endeavours with Succefs, in a firm and perma-
nent Eftablifhment of our moft excellent Con#i-
tution, which is not only admired, but envied

by all Foreign Nations.

To which Addrefs His Majefty was pleafed to
return this moft gracious Anfwer.
