Difficulties to excite any of My Subjeéts to A&
in: Violation of the Laws and of the public Peace,
are in the prefent Circumitances doubly criminal,
as fuch Proceedings muft neceffarily and immediately
tend to encreafle, in the highelt Degree, the Evil
complained of ; while they, at the fame Time, en-
danger the permanent Tranquillity of the Country,
on which the Well-being of the indufhiouns Clafies
of the Community muft always priacipally depend.

The voluntary Fxertions which have on this Oc-
cafion been' made for the immediate Repreffion of
thefe' Qutrages, and in Support of the Laws and -
