MY LORD,  Conflantinople, Fune §, 1801.
AN Opportunity for writing to Europe having

occurred, I avail myfelf of it to mention to
your Lordfhip fome further Details from Egypt,
which have juft reached me in a private Letter from
Lord Keith, dated 22d May.

The LEnemvy, after quitting Rahmania, made a
wonderful March, and reached Cairo on the 12th
of dMay. It is {fuppofed they then advanced to
attack the Vizir at Belbeis.

General Hutchinfon, who was in his Progrefs
from Rahmania towards Cairo, had, by the Aid of
the Araby, taken a Convoy of Five Hundred Ca-
mels, with their Efcort of Six Hundred Men. It
was dellined for Alexandria, which is underftood to
be in great Want of fome Articles of Provifions
and of Water. General Hutchinfon, in his March
up the Country, obferves, that the Inhabitants are
in the highelt Degree incenfed againft the French,
putting to Death every one that falls into their
Hands.,

Admiral Blankett, in his Letters to Lord Keith
of the Gth, acquaints lum with the Arrival of the
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Reinforcements from India under the Command
of General Baird, Colonel Wellefley, Colonel Mur-
ray, &c. '
- "After the furrendeting of Damietta, a Corps of
Seven Hundred Men embarked on the Lake Burlos
for France, and were taken by Lord Keith.

¢ and forced them to retreat,”’

Lord Keith appears to have had no further Dex
tails of this important Aé&tion.
