dering till their Ships were unmanageable. I base re­
turned Thanks to the Captains of the Ships of the 
Line and the Frigates, and they sp^ak in high Term* 
of Appr°hation of their respective Officers ahdu&hips' 
Companies. If any Thing could add to the good 
Opinion I had already formed pf the Officers and 
Crew of the Cæsar, it is their gallant Conduct id this 
Day's Battle.' The Enemy have suffered much, but 
our Ships not more than is. to be expected on these 
Occasions. You may judge of my (Surprise, Sir,, when 
I found the Ship) we ha,d, taken,- were not tlie 
Rpp^fort Squadron, but from Cadiz.
