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finding me determined on these points, he at last
took. his leave, and was with some difficulty pre-
vailed on by Brigadier-General Sir John Malcolm
to return late in the evening to the upper fort.

The next morning, however, the garrison began
to evacuate it at the hour which had been fixed on,
and by noon the whole of them were paraded in
front of our troops, at a spot selected for the pur-
pose, where they grounded and delivered up their
arms.

Jeswunt Rao Lar and his principal Officers,
with the standards of Dowlut Rao Scindia, will be

delivered over to the Commander of that Prince's
troops, to be conveyed to Guwalior, and the gar-
rison themselves are to be sent back to their se-
veral countries.
