He? Majesty the Queen and H. R. H. the Prince Albert, with the other Royal Personages, not
being Sponsors, took their Seats in chairs placed on the Haut-pas, on the north side of the Altar.

The Lord Chamberlain, accompanied by the Groom of the Stole to H. R. H. the Prince Albert,
then proceeded to the Chapter-room, and conducted H. R. H. the INFANT PBINCE of WALES into
the Chapel, attended by the Lord and Groom in Waiting.

When the Queen entered the Choir, short Voluntaries, Selections of Sacred Mustfc, were performed,
and continued until the commencement of the Baptismal Service.

Upon the conclusion of the Baptismal Service, H. R. H. the Prince of Wales was re-conducted to
the Chapter-room by the Lojd Chamberlain, accompanied as before.

The Hallelujah Chorus was then chaunted by the full Choir.

.The Benediction having been pronounced by the Archbishop of Canterbury, the Queen and H. R. H.
the Prince Albert, together with the other Royal Personages, retired from the Chapel, with their
Attendants, in the same order as- they arrived, and returned to the Castle, and were set down at

the south east door, and thence proceeded to their respective Apartments.

The Ladies invited were set down at the same door.

The King of Prussia and Suite retired to the Wolsey-hall, and returned to the Castle, and were set
down at the Grand North Entrance, from which His Majesty was conducted to His own Apartments.
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
