E, taking into Our most.serious considera-

tion the just and necessary War in which

‘We are engaged, and putting Our trust in’ Almighty
God that He will graciously bless Our arms both
by sea and land, have resolved, and do, by and
with the advice of Our Privy Council, hereby
command, that a Pablic Day of Humiliation and
Prayer be observed throughout those parts of
Our United Kingdom called England and Ireland,
on Wednesday the twenty-sixth day of April
instant, that so both We and Qur people may
humble Ourselves before Almighty God, in order
to obtain pardon of Our sins, and in the most
devout and solemn manner send up Our Prayers
and Supplications to the Divine Majesty, for
imploring His Blessing and Assistance on Our
arms for the Restoration of Peace to Us and Our
dominions: And We do strictly charge and com-
mand, that the said day be reverently and de-
voutly observed by all Our loving Subjects in
England and Ireland, as they tender the favour
of Almighty God, and would avoid His Wrath and
Tndignation: And, for the better and more orderly
solemnizing the same, We have given directions to
the Most Reverend the Archbishops, and the
Right Reverend the Bishops of England and
TIrcland, to compose a Form of Prayer suitable to
this occasion, to be used in all Churches, Chapels,

and Places of Public Worship, and to take care
the same be timely dispersed throughout their
respective Dioceses.

Given at Our Court at Windsor, this fifieenth
day of April, in the year of our Lord,
one thousand eight hundred and fifty-four,
and in the seventeenth year of Qur reign,
