Les jute's frangais seront nommes, pour les 27

premieres classes, par la section de 1'agriculture et
de 1'industrie de la Commission Imperiale, et,
pour les 3 deruieres classes, par la section des
beaux-arts.

Art. 62. Dans le cas ou le comite (Tune des
nations exposantes n'aurait pas de'signe* les jure's
qui doivent le repre'senter, il y sera pourvu d'office
par 1'assemblee generate des jures presents.

Art. 63. La Commission Imperiale fera la repar-
tition des tnembres du jury international entre les
diverses classes. Elle fixera aussi les regies ge'ne-
rales qui devront servir de base aux operations
des jurysspeciaux. .

Art. 64. CUaque jury special aura un president
nomm& par la Commission Imperiale, un vice-
president et un rapporteur nommeVpar le jury, a
la majorhe absolue des voix.

Art. 65. Dans le cas ou aucun des membres
n'obtiendrait la majorite absolue, le sort prononce-
rait entre les deux candidats re'unissant le plus
grand nombre de voix.

Art. 66. Le president de chaque jury, et, en
son absence, le vice-president, aura voix pr£pon-
deYante en cas de partage.

Art. 67. Les jurys speciaux seront, en outre,
distribues par groupes, repre"sentant les industries
liees entre elles par certains points d'analogie ou
de similitude.

Ces groupes sont au nombre de 8, conforme*-
ment aux indications de Tart. 16.

Les membres de chaque groupe nommeront leur
president et leur vice-president.

Art. 68. Les decisions prises par un jury special
ne deviendront definitives q'apres I'approbation da
groupe auquel il appartient.

Art. 69. Les recompenses de premier ordre ne
seront accorde'es qu'apres une revision faite par
un conseil compose des presidents et vice-prisi-
dents des jurys speciaux.

Le jury dcs beaux-arts est except^ de cette
regie.

Art. 70. Chaque jury special pourra s'adjoindre,
a titre d'associe*s ou d'experts, une ou plusieurs per-
sonnes comp6tentes sur quelques-unes desmatieres
sounnses a son examen, et ces personnes pourront
etre prises, soit parmi les membres titulaires ou
suppliants des nutres classes, soit parmi les
homines de la speciality requise en dehors du jury.
Les membres ainsi ndjoints ne prendront part aux
travaux de la classe ou ils auraient etc appele"s que
pour 1'objet determine qui aura motive leur appelj
ils auront seulement voix consultative et ne parti-
ciperont point au vote.

Art. 71. Les exposants qui auraient accepte les
fonctions de j ures, soit comme titulaires, soit
comme suppleants, seront, par se fait seul, mis hors
du concours pour les recompenses.

Le jury des beaux-arts est excepte de cette
regie.

Art. 72. Seront e*galement exclus du concours,
niais dans la classe sculement ou. ils auront ope*re*,
les exposants nppeles comme associes ou comme
experts.

Art. 73. Chaque jury pourra, selon les circon-
stances, se fractionner en comites ; mais il ne
pourra prcndre de decision qu'a la majorite" du
jury entier.
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The French Jurors for the first twenty-seven
classes, will be nominated by the members of the
Imperial Commission forming the section of
Agriculture and Industry, and for the three last
classes, by the members of the section of Fine
Arts.

Article LXII. In the] case of the Committee
of a country exhibiting, not appointing the Jurors
who ought to represent that country, the vacancy
will be filled by the general assembly of Jurors
present.

Article LXIIL^The Imperial Commission, will
divide the Jurors amongst the different classes;
they will also determine the general rules which
will serve as the basis of operations for the Special
Juries.

j} Article. LXIV. Each Special Jury will have a
President who will be named by the Imperial
Commission, also a Vice President and a Reporter,
who will be] nominated by a majority of votes of
the Jury.

Article LXV. In the case of no member obtain-
ing a decided majority, the choice between the
candidates having the greatest number of votes
will be by lot.

Article LXVI. The President of each Jury,
and in his absence the Vice President, will have
a casting vote.

Article LXVII. The Special Juries will besides
be distributed into groups, representing those
manufactures connected with each other by
certain points of analogy or similitude.

These groups are eight in number, as indicated
in Article XVI.

The members of each group will nominate their
President and Vice President.

Article LXVIIL The decisions of any Special
Jury will not be confirmed until approved of by
the group to which it belongs.

Article LXIX. The rewards of the first class
will not be granted until after they have been
revised by a Council composed of the Presidents
and Vice Presidents of the Special Juries.

The Jury of Fine Arts is excepted from this
rule.

Article LXX. Each Special Jury is allowed to
call in to its assistance, as associates or experts,
one or more' persons technically acquainted with
any particular articles submitted for their exami-
nation. These persons may be either selected
from among the members of other Juries, or
from among persons not members of the Jury,
possessing the required information. The members
thus called in will only take part in the labours of
the Jury, as regards the particular object for which
their services were required; they will only be
entitled to deliberate and not to vote.

Article LXX1. Any exhibitor accepting the
functions of a Juror or Deputy Juror, will by so
doing be excluded from the competition for re-
wards.

The Jury for Fine Arts is excepted from this
rule.

Article LXXII. Those exhibitors are equally
ineligible for reward who may have been called
in to assist Juries, as associates or experts, but only
for the particular class in which they have acted.

Article LXXIII. Each Jury can according to
circumstances subdivide itself into Committees;
bat they cannot make any award without a
majority of the entire Jury.
