Convention betioeen Her Majesty and the Emperor of the French, respecting Prisoners of WarS

Signed at London, May 10, 1854.

[Ratifications exchanged at London, May 20, 1854.]

"EH Majesty the Queen of the United King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland, and His

Majesty the Emperor of the French, being de-
sirous of regulating the disposal of prisoners who
may be taken in the course of the war in which
their Majesties are jointly engaged, have named as
their Plenipotentiaries for this object, namely:—

Her Majesty the Queen of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Ireland, the Right Honour-
able George. William Frederick, Earl of Clarendon,
Baron Hyde of Hindon, a Peer of the United
Kingdom, a Member of Her Britannick Majesty's
Most Honourable Privy Council, Knight of the
Most Noble Order of the .Garter, Knight Grand
Cross of the Most Honourable Order of the Bath,
Her Britannick Majesty's Principal Secretary of
State for Foreign Affairs ;

And His Majesty the Emperor of the French,
the Sieur Alexandre Colonna, Count Walewski,
Grand Officer of the Imperial Order of the Legion
of Honour, Grand Cross of the Order of St.
Januarius of the Two Sicilies, Grand Cross of the
Order of Danebrog of Denmark, Grand Cross of
the Order of Merit of St. Joseph of Tuscany, &c.,
&c., his Ambassador to Her Britannick Majesty;

. Who, after having exchanged their full powers,
found in due form, have agreed to the following
Articles : —

ARTICLE I.
The prisoners made in the course of the present

war shall, as far as possible, be divided equally
between the two countries.

Whenever one of the two countries shall have
maintained a greater number of prisoners, or shall
have supported a certain number for a longer
period of time, an account shall be made .every
three months of the excess of expenditure which
may have been incurred, and repayment phall be
made of the half of the amount by the Government
of the other country.

ARTICLE II.
Instructions shall be hereafter concerted between

the two Governments in order to make known to
officers of their naval and mili tary forces the
places or ports to which the prisoners are to be
sent.

Et Sa Majeste I'Ernpereur des Fran£ais, le Sicur
Alexandre Colonna, Comte Walevvski, Grand
Officier de 1'Ordre Imperial de la Legion d'Hon-
neur, Grand-Croix de I'Ordn; de St. Janvier des
Deux Siciles, Grand-Ooix de 1'Ordredu Danebrog
de Danemark, Grand-Croix de I'Ordre. du Merire
de St. Joseph de Toseane, &c., &c., son Ambus-*
sadeur pres Sa Majeste Britannique ;

Lesquels, apres avoir echange leurs plein.s
pouvoirs, trouves en due forme, sont convcnus dcs

ARTICLE I.
Les prisonniers qui seront faits dans le cours c!e

la guerre actuelle, seront, autant que possible,
repartis entre les deux pays d'une nmnlere egalr.'

Dans le cas ou Fun des deux pays an rait eu a
entretenir un plus grand nombre de prisonniers,
ou en nurait eu un certain nombre pendant un.
plus long temps a sa charge, il sera f i i t tons lea
trois mois un compte de Fexcedant cle la depense
qui en sera resulte, et le remboursement de la
moitie de cct excedaut sera opereparle Gouverne-
ment de 1'autre pays.

ARTICLE II.
Des instructions seront ulterieurement con-

certees entre les deux Gouvernemens pour faire
connaitre aux officiers de leurs forces navales ou
militaires les lieux ou ports vers lesquels devront
etrc diriges les prisonniers.
