HEREAS the Right Honourable Sir George

Grey, Bart., one of Her Majesty’s Prin-
cipal Secretaries of State, after’ giving to the
Incumbents and.the Churchwardens of the parishes
hereinafter mentioned, ten days’ previous notice
of his intention to make such representation, has,
under the provisions of an Act, passed in the
sesston of Parliament, held in the sixteenth
and seventeenth years of Her Majesty’s reign,
intituled “ An Aect to amend the laws con-
¢ cerning the burial of the dead in England
“ beyond the limits of the metropolis, and
“to amend the Act concerning the burial of
“ the dead in the metropolis,” made a repre-
sentation stating that, for the protection of the pub-
lic health, no new burial-ground should be opened
in the undermentioned places without the previous
approval of one of Her Majesty’s Principal Secre-
taries of State, and that burials should be discon-
tinued therein, with the following modifications;
viz, :

KimrroN, SurroLk.—In the churchyard from
and after the first of April, one thousand eight
hundred and fifty-five.

TEWKESBURY.—In Tewkesbury Abbey Church
forthwith, and from ang after the first of
Qctober, one thousand eight hundred and
fifty-six, in the churchyard.

‘Texey.—Forthwith in the churck (except in
the family vault of William Richards, Es-
quire, provided the communication between
it and the church be completely cut off'), and
in the churchyard, except in existing brick
graves, in which each coffin shall be sepa-
rately entombed.

Famrorp.—Forthwith in the church. In the
churchyard the regulations for new burial-
grounds are to he observed in the formation
of new graves, and the reopening of old ones.

MipsoMEr NorToN.—Forthwith in the church,
and from and after the first of October, one
thousand eight hundred and fifty-five, in the
churchyard.

SomaM, CaMBRIDGESHIRE.—Forthwith in the
Parish Church, in the Independent Chapel,
and in the Baptist Chapel; and from and
after the first of November, one thousand
eight hundred and fifty-five, in the parish
churchyard, and in the burial-grounds of the
said chapels. -

GuLprorp.—Forthwith in the church of St
Mary, and in the Independent Chapel, in the
parish of St. Mary, in St. Nickolas Church,
and in Holy Trinity Church; and from and
after the first of November, one thousand
eight hundred and fifty-five, in the church-
yards of St. Mary, St. Nicholas, and the
Holy Trinity, and in the Baptist Chapel
Burial-ground in Trinity Parish. .

STOKE - NEXT - GUILDFORD.—Forthwith in the
church, and from and after the first of No-
vember, one thousand eight hundred and fifty-
five, in the churchyard. :

TENTERDEN.—In the church, and in the old
churchyard within five yards of the church
and of all dwelling-houses; in the Presbyte-
rian Chapel, and in the-burial-ground of the
same within three yards of the chapel.

DorrwG.—Forthwith in the Parish Church, in
the Wesleyan Chapel, and in West-street
Chapel; and from and after the first of No-
vember, 1855, in the parish churchyord and
in the burial grounds of the said chapels.

Dursrey.—Forthwith in the Parish Church,in
the Tabernacle, in the Wesleyan Chapel, in
St. Mark’s Church, in_ the Old Independent
Burial-ground, in the Old Churchyard, and
in the Wesleyan Chapelyard. In the New
Churchyard and in the New Independent
Burial-ground the regulations for new burial-
grouuds are to be observed. .

Now, therefore, Her Majesty in Council is
pleased hereby to give notice of such representa-
tion, and to order that the same be taken into
consideration by a Committee of the Lords of Her
Majesty’s Most Honourable Privy Council, on the
thirteenth day of January next.

And Her Majesty is further pleased to direct
that this Order be forthwith published in the
London Gazette; and that . copies thereof be
affixed on the doors of the churches or chapels of,
or on some conspicuous places within, the parishes
affected by such representation, one month befors
the said thirteenth day of January.
