Raglan, G.C.B.

) Before Sevastopol,
My Lorp DukE, January 27, 1833,

I HAVE the satisfaction to acquaint your
Grace that the weather continues fine. There
are severe frosts at night; but the sun shines
brightly through the day, and there is an absence
of wind, which, whilst it continued, added con-
siderably to the sufferings of the troops.

Every exertion is making by public transport,
and individually, in getting huts up ; but this is
a most difficult operation, and the ground is atill
80 rotten that it is & most arduous labour to pass
slong it.

The extremely confined space of Balaklava, and
the vast accumulation of stores, has obliged me to
erect huts at some distance outside the town for
their reception,

I 'inclose the lists of casualties to the 25th
instant inclusive.
