LORD PANMURE has this day received two
.Despatches and their Enclosures, of which

the following are copies, addressed to His Lordship
by Field-Marshal the Lord Raglan, G.C.B.

Before Sevastopol,
MT LOKD, March 13, 1855.

THE enemy commenced working upon the
mamelon in front of the tower of Malakoff in the
night of Friday; but the nature of the work,
from the thickness of the atmosphere, could not
be distinguished.

Great progress, however, had been perceived
on Sunday, and that night a strong working party
of the British troops was occupied in commencing
a parallel from the advanced point of our right
attack, with a view to form a junction with the
corresponding parallel to be made on their side
by the French, who began it on the following
evening; and much was done to forward the
operation before daylight this morning, and it is
hoped that the object will be completed to-night.

The weather is generally fine in the early part
of the day, but towards evening heavy sea fogs
come rolling in, and wholly obscure the view of
the place.

The enemy have shewn a battalion and some
Cosaques on the heights above Balaklava, and
towards Kamara, probably with the view to inter-
rupt the French and English wood-cutting par-
ties, for the construction of gabions, in the imme-
diate neighbourhood, but the allied detachments
have not been obliged to discontinue their work.

I enclose a return of casualties to the 10th
instant.
