Before Sevastopol,
My Lorp, May 5, 1855.

SINCE I wrote to your Lordship on the 1st in-
stant, nothing of importance has arisen; the enemy
still appear to be collecting troops upon the high
ground on the opposite side of the Tchernaya, in
the neighbourhood of Sevastopol, and convoys are
constantly seen moving in that direction.

The fire {rom the place upon our trenches has
not been heavy; but, notwithstanding, Thave some
casualties to report to you, as shewn in the ac-
companying returns; and I have to lament the
death of three promising young officers, Lieuten-
ants Carter of the Royal Engineers, Curtis of the
46th, and White of the 62nd Regiments.

On the night of the Ist instant the French
‘attacked a kind of counterguard which the
Russians had established in front of the central
bastion.

The operation was quite successful, and the
enemy were driven out with. great loss, leaving
behind them nine small mortars. Our Allies
have remained in the work, notwithstanding the
heavy fire to which they have been exposed, and
have established themselves therein, frustrating
the efforts made by their adversaries to dispossess
them of it on the following day, when a vigorous
sortie was repulsed, and the Russians were again
great sufferers.
