the King’s Ambaffador to the Pope, and the Duke
d: Monteleon, were embarked on two Englifb Ships,
on which theyintended to pafs to Geroua. They
write from Cadiz, That the Moors have befieged
the Fortre(s of Penon on the Coaft of Africa; And
that the Vice-Admiral Papachino had , upon the
News of it, fent the two Men of War that were
defigned to carry the Duke d'Ugzeds, Viceroy of
Si€4fy, to his Government, with Men and Ammu-
vition for the Relief of that place ; into which 6o
Men had got from Gibra:tar.

Vienna, April27. The Publick Prayers which the
Emperor has ordered to be made, for the imploring
thg Divine Benediction upon the Chriftian Arms,
were begun on Friday laftin the Cathedral Church
of S¢. Stephen, whither their Imperial Majefties went
in Solemn Proceffion with all the Nobility, Mini-
fters, and Officers of the Court;And thefe Devotions
will be continued during the O&ave, in all the
Parifhes of this City. The 25th Inftant was held
the laft Conference with the Mofcovize Ambaffadors,
who are now preparing for their departure, Qrders
have been fent to all the Troops to beat the gene-
ral Rendezvous near Grangthe 15th of the next
Month; And in the mean time vaft quantities of
Provifions and Ammunition are fent down the
Panube.  The Bevgrian Cavalry are  expected
here the 8th or 10th of the pext léomh in their
march to Hungary. They write from Buda thatg
great many Boats arrived there dily with Materials
tor the repairing the Fortifications and the Houfes
of that place, ruined during the Siege.
