Masters of vessels may make any additions
to their ships' manifests, on condition of delivering
the document containing the alterations to the
Chief of Carbineers, when he makes the visit
referred to in Art. 20 of the Custom House
instructions.

2nd. National and Foreign vessels which may
enter the ports of the island for commercial pur-
poses shall pay, besides the port dues, the tonnage
dues indicated in the "Arancel," according to
their tonnage specified in the builder's certificate

The above regulations are to come into force
four months subsequent to the publication of the
Royal Order, on the 28th March last.
