and do gif again, after they %ave rendered 
tbektfekm as aforesaid^ return to Our Ene-
m$s, or be any v^ay Aiding or Assisting 
90 thm * Ani they who refuse ornegleS 
to (ay bolAjf this Qur Free and Gracious 
Offer\ muff never expeB Our Pardon here­
after y but will be wholly and justly Eft' 
eluded of and from *# Jkfet tkmif. And
