The Ladies to wear black Dresses, with coloured
Ribbons,. Flowers, Feathers, and Ornaments, or
grey or white Dresses, with black Ribbons,
Flowers, Feathers, and Ornaments.

The Gciitlemen to continue the same Mourning.

And on Sunday, the 22nd of September next,
the Court to go out of Mourning.
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
