years then last past, and further to direct the said
arbitrators or referees, or the major part of them,
to make and deliver their report, setting forth
such average price, at the General Quarter
Sessions of the Peace, to be holden, by adjourn-
ment, at Saint Albans, in and for the said county
of Hertford, on Tuesday, the 14th day of Octo-
ber, 1890, being the next Quarter Sessions to be
hulden after the Feast of the Translation of Saint
Thomas the Martyr.—Dated this 23rd day of
December, 1889.
