HEREAS by the eleventh section of ¢ The
Volunteer Act, 1863,” itis amongst other
things enacted that *“ Her Majesty in Council
“may from time to time declare what is requi-
‘‘site to entitle a Volunteer to be deemed an
‘““efficient Volunteer by an Order in Council
** defining for that purpose the extent of attend-
““ance at drill to be given by the Volunteer, and
“the course of instruction to be gone through by
““him, and the degree of proficiency in drill and
¢ instruction to be attained by him and his Corps,
“such proficiency to be judged of by the Inspect-
“ing Officer at the Annual Inspeection of the
¢ Corps, or otherwise, as by Order in Council is
“from time to time directed,” and that * the
‘“draft of any scheme to be from time to time
‘“submitted to Her Majesty in Council for
*‘approval under the present section shall have
* been laid before both Houses of Parliament for
* one lunar month at least, either before or after,
“or partly before and partly after, the passing of
“this Act during the present, or for the like
¢ period during any subsequent Session of Parlia-
“ ment before such scheme receives the approval
““of Her Majesty in Council.”

And whereas it is deemed expedient that the
Order in Council bearing date the thirty-first day
of July, one thousand eight hundred and eighty,
declaring what is requisite to entitle a Volunteer
to be deemed an efficient Volunteer, be amended
" a8 regards the efficiency of Volunteers belonging
to Rifle Corps.

And whereas a draft of the proposed amend-
ment; was on the thirteenth day of July last laid
before both Houses of Parliament in the words
mentioned and set forth in the Schedule to this
Order annexed, and one lunar month having
elapsed since that time, the said amendment of
the said Order hath this day been submitted to
Her Majesty in Council for Her approval
thereof :

Now, therefore, Her Majesty having thizs day
taken the proposed amendment into consideration,
doth, in pursuance and exercise of the power in
Her Majesty by the said Act of Parliament in
that behalf vested, and by and with the advice of
Her Privy Council, bereby amend, in the words of
the draft scheme -of amendment forming the
Schedule to this Order annexed the aforesaid

Order in Council of the thirty-first day of-July,

one thousand eight hundred and eighty, and doth

declare Her Royal approval of such amendment.

AmENDMENT, under the provisions of the Volun-,
teer Act, 1863, of the Scheme relative to
the Efficiency of Volunteers in force under
Her Majesty’s Order in Council, dated
thirty-first July, one thousand eight hundred
and eighty, or subsequent amending Orders.

To substitute for the existing Certificate of

Efficiency for Volunteers of Rifle Corps a

shown.

Subsequent years, in the case of Volunteers who have
completed the sixty or sixty-two drills during their first
two years of service, and have been returned four times
as efficient.—If present at inspectionm, seven company
and battalion drills, including the inspection, of which
three at least shall bave been battalion drills. If re-
enrolled since the mspection, or absent from inspection
with leave of the Commanding Officer, or through sick-
ness duly certified, nine company and battalion drills,
of which three at least shall have been battalion drills.

‘Bquad drills, at which not less than four rank-and-file
are present, may be reckoned when necessary to com-
plete the number of company drills; but, when so
reckoved, they can only be counted in "the proportion
of three squad drills, in liem of one company drill.

hen counted, the number of battalion, company, and
squad drills respectively attended must be stated on the
certificate granted to the Volunteer.

-To constitute a battalion drill reckoning towards effi-
ciency, eighty at least of all ranks (exclusive of band)
must be present of whom not less than sixteen must be
officers and serjeants,

Aftendatice at a bnga.de drill or a review may be
counted as a battalion drill.

.To constitute a company drill reckoning towards
efficiency, sixteen at least of all ranks (exclusive of
band) must be present, of whom not less than two must
bé officers and serjeants, or officers or serjeants.

In cases where the Volunteer belongs to an organized
cyclist section, cycling drills ordered by the commanding
officers,-and of not less than one hour’s duration, may be
counted as follows towards the total number of drills
required for efficiency :—

‘(@) For Recruits and Volunteers in their second year
of. service—

Ten cycling drills of any kind.

(9) Volunteers in their third and subsequent year's

service—
Three cyclmg battalion drills, or three cyoling com-
pany- drills.

HEREAS by the six hundred and forty-
fourth section of *¢ The Merchant Ship-
ping Act, 1894,” it is enacted that on the com-
pletiod of any lighthouse, buoy, or beacon, Her
Majesty may by Order in Council fix dues to be
paid in" respect thereof in the case of any ship
which passes the same or derives beunefit there-
from, and the dues so fixed shall for the purposes
of the said Act be deemed to be.light dues:

And whereas the Commissioners of Northern
Lighthouses have ecstablished or are about to
establish a lighthouse and fog signal on the Island
of Stroma, off the north coast of Scotland:

And whereas it is fit and proper that in respect
of the said lighthouse and' fog signal light dues
should be levied as hereinafter mentioned :

And whereas the provisions of section one of
‘The Rules Publication Act, 1893,” have been
complied with :

- MNow, therefore, Her Majesty, in exercise of
the powers vested in Her by the said recited Act,
by and with the advice of Her Privy Council, is
pleased to direct that from and after the date of
the exhibition of the said light, or from and after
the time of the receipt of notice of the present
Order, if that be later, by the officers authorized
to collect light dues, the following rates shall be
paid, that is to say :—

On all vessels, whether British or foreign, which
may pass or derive benefit from “the said
light, that is to say, on all vessels which shall
pass through the Pentland Firth, or across it
between lines drawn from Duncansbay Head -
-to Old Head in South Ronaldshay on the east,
and Dunnethead and Brimsness-in-Hoy on
the west, eight-sixteenths of a penny per ton
of the burden of every such ship if on an
oversea voyage, and one-sixteenth of 'a
penny per ton if on a coasting voyage for
each time of passing or deriving benefit, )

The said tolls shall be levied subject to the
regalations and exemptions contained in the Con-
solidated Tables of Light Duties, sanctioned by an
Order in Council dated the twenty-fourth day of
November, one thousand eight hundred and ninety-
one, or to such other regulations and exemptions as
may from time to time be duly sanctioned, and
subject aiso to the gross abatement or discount of
sixty-five per centum, mentioned in the said Order
in Council, dated the twenty-fourth day of
November one thousand eight hundred and ninety-
one, or to such other abatement or discount as
may for the time being be in force.

scheme and sealed the- same with his episcopal

the consolidated chapelry of Saint Augustine
Croydon in the same borough, county and

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© Whereas it has been made to appear to us
that it would promote the interests of religion
that the particular portions of the said new parish
of Saint Peter South End (Croydon) and of the
said consolidated chapelry of Saint Augustine
Croydon which are hereinafter mentioned and
described, should be constituted a separate district
in manner hereinafter set forth.

% And whereas there is not at present within
the limits of the said proposed separate district
any consecrated church or chapel in use for the
purposes of Divine worship,

“ And whereas Emily Watney, Spinster, and
Alice Watney, Spinster, both of Sunny Nook,
Selsdon-road South Croydon have together con-
tributed and paid to the credit of our account at
the Bank of England a sum of five thousand
pounds sterling as and for the endowment of the
distriet hereinafter recommended to be constituted
.and so soon as the said district shall have become
a new parish under the provisions of the herein-
before mentioned Act, then of the said new parish
and of the maintenance of the minister or incum-
bent thereof for the time being and we have in
respect of such sum agreed and have undertaken
to provide and pay by equal balf-yearly payments
on the first day of May and the first day of
XNovember in each and every year to such minister
or incumbent as aforesaid when duly licensed in
accordance with the provisions of the said Act
the sum of one hundred and fifty pounds per

. % Now therefore with the consent of the Right
Honourable and” Most Reverend Edward White
Lord Archbishop of Canterbury (in testimony
whereof he has signed and sealed this scheme) we
the said Ecclesiastical Commissioners humbly
recommend and propose that all those portions of
the said new parish of Saint Peter South End
(Croydon) and of the said consolidated chapelry
of Saint Augustine Croydon which are described
in the Schedule hereunder written (all which
portions together with the boundaries thercof are
. delineated and set forth on the map or plan here-
unto annexed) shall upon and from the day of
the date of the publication in the London Gazette
of any Order of Your Majesty in Council ratify-

“The District of Emmanuel, South Croydon
comprising :— -

“I. All that portion of tle new parish (some-
time district chapelry) of Saint Peter South End
(Croydon) situate within the borough of Croydon
in the county of Surrey and in the diocese of
Canterbury which is bounded upon the north by
the new parish of Saint Matthew Croydon
Common in the said county and divcese upon the
south-east partly by the parich of Addington in
the same county aud diocese and partly by the
parish of Sanderstead in the said county of Surrey
and in the diocese of Rochester upon the south by
the last-named parish upon the south-west by the
hereinafter described pertion of the consolidated
chapelry of Saint Augustine Croydon in the said
county of Surrey andin the diocese of Canterbury

the middle of the last-named road for a distance
