about the march and fubfiftance of the faid Forces. From
Fraucfore we haveadviee, That the Marquis &’Uxeles be-
ing reinforced with f>me French Troops from the Mofele,
was come within two Leagues of Minrz, having ‘with
him 2 Train of Artillery of ab-ut 20 Field Pieces, the big-
geft of them 8 Pounders, and 2 Mortars.
