LONDON CAB AND STAGE CARRIAGE
ACT, 1907.

The Secretary of State for the Home Depart-
ment being satisfied that it will not be possible
to obtain a sufficient supply of cabs for the
proper accommodation of the public at any of the
stations in London of the Metropolitan Railway
unless the operation of so much of section 2 of the
London Cab and Stage Carriage Act, 1907, as
requires the Railway Company to show no
preference to any cab, nor to give any cab a
privilege which is not given to other cabs, be
suspended, has exercised the power conferred on
him by sub-section 2 of section 2 of the said
Act by issuing an Order, dated the 20th Decem-
ber, 1907, exempting all stations in London on
the Metropolitan Railway from the operation
of the said section.
