gesses, and the Commissioners for shires and
burghs, of the House of Commons, are hereby
required and commanded to give their
attendance accordingly at Westminster, on the
said Wednesday, the eleventh day of Novem-
ber, one thousand nine hundred and fourteen.
. Given at Our Court at Buckingham
Lalace, this fourteenth day of
"October, in the year of our Lord one
thousand nine hundred and fourteen,
