GEO. 5, C. 31), WITH REGARD TO STREET
COLLECTIONS OF MONEY OR THE SALE OF
ARTICLES FOR OTHER THAN TRADE PUR-
POSES.
By virtue of the powers conferred upon me

by Section 5 of the Police, Factories, &c.
(Miscellaneous Provisions) Act, 1916, I, being
the Police Authority for the Metropolitan
Police District, hereby revoke Regulation
No. 15 of the Regulations dated the 2nd
January, 1917, and make the following Regu-
lation in place thereof: —

15. No payment or reward shall be made
or given to any collector or vendor. No
payment or reward shall be made or given-
either directly or indirectly to any other
person connected with the promotion or
conduct of a collection or sale for or in
respect of services in connection therewith
except such payments as may be shewn in
the application made in the form in the
Schedule hereto before the permit for the
collection or sale is granted.
The Form of Application for Permit in the

'Schedule hereto shall be substituted for the
Form of Application for Permit in the Sche-
dule to*'the -said Regulations of the 2nd
January, 1917.

I hereby confirm the foregoing Regulation
und direct that the same shall come into opera-
tion 14 days after its publication in the London
Gazette.
