Finding this, h© went
forward alone, and, single-handed, rushed
the crew of a heavy machine gun, shooting
the gunners. The enemy position was then
turned, and thereby captured. By his initia-
tive and personal courage a strong position
was taken and many casualties avoided.
Twenty-seven enemy machine guns, all of
which were captured, were afterwards
counted covering the ground over which this
company advanced.
