For conspicuous gallantry during the
attack near Feizieres on 18th September,
1918. This warrant officer, under heavy
machine-gun fire, collected men and led
them forward against an enemy machine
gun. He disposed of the crew himself, thus
enabling .the advance to continue. During'
the six to eight hours' bombing attacks on
Poplar trench ihe continually organised one
attack after another, and the trench was
finally captured. Throughout he showed fine
courage and determination.
