Peace Order, 1919, the Treaty of Peace
(Austria) Order, 1920, and the Treaty of
Peace (Bulgaria) Order, 1920, and various
Orders amending the aforesaid Orders:

And whereas it is expedient that the afaore-
said° Orders as amended should be further
amended in manner hereinafter appearing:

And whereas in pursuance of the powers con-
ferred on Him by the Treaty of Peace (Hun-
gary) Act, 1921, His Majesty in Council was
pleased to make the Treaty of Peace (Hungary)
Order, 1921, and it .is expedient that that
Order -should be amended in manner herein-
after appearing:

Now, therefore, His Majesty, by and with
the advice of His Privy Council, is pleased to
order, and it is hereby ordered, as follows:—

I. The provisions of the Treaty .of Peace
Order, 1919, the Treaty of Peace (Austria)
Order, 1920, and the Treaty of Peace (Bul-
garia) Order, 1920, as amended, and the Treaty
of Peace (Hungary) Order, 1921, mentioned in
the first column of Part I, Part II, Part IIT,
and Part IV of the Schedule to this Order,
shall be amended in the manner shown in the
second column of the several parts of thal
Schedule.

2. This Order may be cited as the Treaties
of Peace Orders (Amendment) Order, 1921,
and shall be included amongst the Orders which
may be cited as the Treaty of Peace Orders,
1919 ta 1921, the Treaty of Peace (Austria)
Orders, 1920 to 1921, and the Treaty of Peace
(Bulgaria) Orders, 1920 to 1921; and the
Treaty of Peace (Hungary) Order, 1921, and
this Order may be cited together as the Treaty
of Peace (Hungary) Orders, 1921. ‘ .
