(4) The Secretary of State is tol be respon-
sible to His Majesty and Parliament for all the
business of the Air Council.

All business, other than business which the
Secretary of State specially reserves" to himself,
is toi be transacted in the following principal
divisions: —

(«i) The Parliamentary Under Secretary of
State for Air to be Vice-President of the Air
Council and to bei responsible to the Secretary
of (State for so much oif the business of the
Air Council, and in particular of that relat-
ing to Oivil Aviation, as may be assigned to
him. from time to time by the Secretary of
State.

(&) Tie Chief of the Air Staff to be the
first and (Senior Air Member' of Council, and
principal adviser of the Secretary of State in
the direction of the Air Force; and in par-
ticular to be responsible to the Secretary of
(State for' the administration of so much of
the business relating to the disposition, com-
mand, training, employment, oommunica-
tiotns and works services of the Air Force,
as may be assigned to him from time to' time
by the Secretary of State).

(0) The Secretary of the Air Ministry to
be responsible to the Secretary of State for
such duties discharged by the Air Ministry as
are not assigned to) otter member's of the
Council, for the control of expenditure, and
fotr the co-ordination of Air Ministry busi-
Biessi; and tot be also designated Secretary of
the Air Council and as siuoh charged with
the preparation of all official communications
of the Council.
(5) Subject to the foregoing provisions as to

the transaction of business in separate divisions
the powers and duties of the Aif Council may
be exercised and performed by any three of
their number and notwithstanding that any
office, the holder of which is a, member of the
Air Council, is temporarily vacant, provided,
however, that documents may be signed on
beihalf of the Air C'ounoil by any two members
of the Air Council.
