tricity Joint Committee (1920), Limited (here-

inafter called ‘“ the Company ’) for an Act

for some of the following purposes (that is to
say):—

To make provision for the improvement of
the generation of electricity for supply in the
parts of the administrative county of London
(hereinafter called ‘‘ the County ’’) now sup-
plied by company undertakers and adjacent
districts, and for sales, leases and other trans-
fers to the Company of generating stations and
main transmission lines by undertakers supply-
ing electricity within the County or any such
district, the management and use of
generating stations and transmission lines,
provision of capital and other incidental
matters,. supply of electricity in bulk, prices
