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* (2) If promoted to the rank of Paymaster
Commander, the Officer to be subject to the
regulations applicable to that rank, his retired
pey being assessed on the appropriate seale for
such rank, subject to the proviso that whether
such retirement takes place at the age of
50 years or earlier, the deduction to be made
in respect of each full year wanting to com-
plete the period of service prescribed in the
scale, according to age at the date of retire-
ment, shall not be limited to five years; pro-
vided always that the rate of retired pay
awarded on this basis shall not be less than
the amount for which the Officer would have
been eligible had he been retired in the rank of
Pfa.i%naster Lieutenant-Commander at the age
of 45,

when payment of progressive pay shall be made
as from the date of qualification.
