4. Each Tender must be for an amount not less
than /50,000, and must specify the date on which
the Bills requlred are to be dated, and the net
amount per cent. (being an even multiple of one
penny) which will be given for the amount applied
for. Separate Tenders must be lodged for.Bills of
different dates.

5. Tenders must be made throngh a London
Banker, Discount House or Broker.

6. The persons whose Tenders are accepted will
be mformeg of the same not later than the following
day,” and payment in full of the amounts of the
accepted Tenders must be made to the Bank of
England by means of Cash or a Banker’s Draft on
the Bank of England not later than 1.30 p.ro.
(Saturday ‘12 noon) on the day on which the relative
Bills are to be dated.

7. Members of the House of Commotis are not
precluded from tendering for these- Bills.

8. Tenders must be made on the printed forms
which may be obtained from the Chief Cashier's
Office, Bank of England.
