In recognition of his outstanding tenacity, courage
and airmanship, as pilot of a helicopter, which was
sent to rescue a badly injured soldier, at night, from
a steep-sided gully in Northern Ireland. Making a
landing lamp approach, he attempted several times
to land the aircraft in the gully but it was impossible
to do so because of the large boulders and the
fact that, in the darkness, he was unable to judge
the rotor tip clearance. He, therefore, landed on
a grass-covered lower ridge so that the crew could
disembark and fetch the casualty. He then hovered
over the rescuers, guiding them back to the landing
place with his landing lamp. The escarpment over
which Flying Officer Hopper had to operate is
among the most difficult and awkward in the United
Kingdom, for helicopter operations.
