They write from Rome, that the Pretident Gu-
bernati, his Royat Highnefs the Duke of Savoy’s
Minider, fet out from thence the 14th Inflant for
Turin, having not been able to accommodate the
Matcers in Difputc betwixc his Mafter and the
Pope. He fent a Manifefto in Writing to the
Court before his Departure, in jultification of his
Royal Highnefs’s Pretentions, and hisown Condua.
Oneof the Shirri lately kill’d a Servant belonging
to the Portugal Envoy, and was himfclf wounded
in the A&ion. The Envoy  immediately com-
plain’d of the Violation ¥ -hj#+Privileges, and
the Pope found himfelf under fohte Difficulties on
that Account. Since this theiQfficd? being heal’d
of his Wounds, has found means to efcape, which
itis hopcd will put a flop to any farther Difputes
in that Affir.
