Religion then the Roman Catholick. Tt is hcre
certainly faid, that theKing will go hence the 13th
of February nest to St Germains, apd there te—
main with the whole Court till the Eeginning of
April, when he intends to fet our at the head of a
confiderable Army towards Flanders. Yefterday
Monfieur de Lonvois by order of the King, gave no-
ticero allthe Officers of his Houfhold, of thefe his
Majeffies intentions, that they might accordingly be
ready at thattime. Itisfaid that amongft the many

reparations that are making againlt Spring, the

inghath ordered all the Torches and Flambeany
which can be found ready madz at Nancy or other
places, ro be bought up, tothe number of 30003,
and hath caufed more to be made, on defigne as is
fuppofed, that during the great heats in Supmer, the
Army may march in the night, and inthe cool of the
mornings and evenings, They further fay, that du-
ting the Kings ftay with his Army at Dunkirk, the
whole Fleet of 100 fail will have Orders tocome
andride beforethat place. TheKing intends togoe
and pafs fome few days at Vincennes , where they
are at prefent making great preparations for thg
divertifgmem of the Court with feveral Balls and
Comedies, the firft day of this appearance, the
Court is to be in very grave and ferious habits
though extraordinary rich, the fecond day they are
to appear like Hunters,and the third day in Mafque-
rade, with ajl imaginable Gallantry : the King hath
invited Monfieur Windifgrats the Emperors Envoye
to be prefent there, to fee on this octafion, the pomp
and fplendor of the French Court before his depar-
ture, .

It is faid thac the Republick of Pemice appre-
hending every day more and more an’ approach-
ing invafion from the Turks, have ordered theig
