1. Notice is hereby given that the Council of the Royal Borough of
Kingston upon Thames propose to make the above Order under
sections 45, 46, 49 and 124 of, and Part IV of Schedule 9 to, the Road
Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended.

2. The general effect of the Order would be to make the following
alterations to parking provision in the Surbiton controlled parking
zone:

Claremont Road, to reduce the permit holder bay outside Nos 19 to 24
Exeter Court (west side) by 25 metres (to be replaced by a bus stand).
Maple Road, to replace the bus stands adjacent to No 40 St Andrews
Square (north-west side) and outside St Andrews Church (south-east
side) with additional permit holder space.
