The
Duke of Bourn nuville writes, asis faid,from Vienns,
That he had Orders tomarch with the Imperial Army,
which, asthe Impersal Minifters here affure us, fhall
confit of 30000 Men. We talk here much qf a Trea-
ty of Alliance being concluded between this State and
the Croph of Dénmark. Iknow you will be curious
to know whatwe fay of the laft Engagement, I there-
fore fend you this following Copy of what is publithed
here,

On Friday laft, after the departure of the Poft, by
Letters, as well from Lieutenant-Admiral de Ruyzer,
as others, we had advice of the fecond Engagement the
14 inftant,Thar the 12, the Licutemant Admiral 4¢
Ruysor helda Council of War on board his Ship,where
ie was confilted, qur Ships being now refitted again,
how they fhould farther a&, and finding that they
were as ﬁrong asthey could expe&to be, andthat the
Enemy might with the next wefterly Wind receive a re-
inforcement from home, it was refolved, That in cafe
no Orders came to the contrary, they fhould engage
the Enemy the fourteenth; That morning the States
Deputics, the Heer Bafuels,che Heer Vander Mcyden,
the Heer Mar¢gnanlt, and the Heer Pander Vierfen,

¢ame qn board the Lieutenant Admiral de Ruyter, and 1
having apgroved of the faid refolution, and had fome
farcher debate together, went athoar again 3 immedi-
ately dlter which, they weighed Anchor, and having
fut our Fleetin order, faited to the Enemy, who were
ikewife got under fail ; About 4 in the afterneon’ the
Fight began, and {o sontinued till the night parced
them, when we Tackedand ftood again for our-Coaft,
and the next day arrived again in Schoncuvelr ; The
‘Englith have loft fix Men of War, as well burnt as funk;
we have not loft one, and all our Head-Commanderg#
are well, {o thar we have again obtained 2 confiderable
vi€tory ; the farcher particulars we have notas yet
time to learn.

Vice~Admiral de Liefde writes that his Ship is ver
much torn, and thathe wants 124 Men of his RolK
which he defires may be forthwith fupplyed him, for
till then his Ship is unferviceable 5 and thar he hada
flight wound inthe Head by a Splinter.

though fome of the wounded Men that are come afhoar
fay, that we have loft three Men of War, two of
North-Holland ; and one of Zealand , bue thisis not
certain ; Our Fleet lyvesat prefent at Schonevelt,where
they are refirting themfelves , which we ufeall poffible
endeavots to do forthwith, We do not yet know of one

Officer killed, which fufficiently argues. that they con-

ceal from us who are flain, for certainly fome are,
The French conrinue to ply Muyden ‘bard, and will
it is thoughr , ac laft make themfelves Mallers of the
Place, The Countrey hereabouts lyes all founder wa-
ter , thatthe French at #trechs have not as yet been
able toattempt any thing upon ns.

From the Camp before Macitricht, June 20,

On Saturday laft it was refolved toopen the Tren~
ches ., which was accordiqgly done,and about feven a
Clockin the Evening, parcof the Army Marched intwe
Bodies towards the Town , the Horfe carrying Fagors ,
and the Foor Shovels and Axes, they advanced within
Musket thot of the Walls, theEnemy allthe whije fi-
ring upon us with great and {mall thot, but not with
that violence as was expeéted , fo that very few of our
Men were killed or wounded ; the night was very fa-
vourable to uss for there fell a grear deal of Rain
about thar time , and it-was very dark; it was ex-
peéted the Enemy would have madea gaﬁey > butthey
did not , {o thac the next Morning bybreak of day, we
had without any oppofition finithed three Batreriss,
and had 26 great Guns planted on them , which have
played inceflantly ever fince, and by 11 a Clock we
bad difmounted all the Guns of the Town we cauld
come to bear upon, excepting one or twothe farchef
diftant from our Battery ; They made all that while
buta faint Fire from the Town,except that their Mulque-
teers have fhot pretty thick from their Palifadoes , bue
without doing any confiderable hurt to our Men; In
the mean time our Trenches advance continually.

From the Camp bcfore Maeftriche, Fune 21,

Since we broke ground, we haveadvanted extream-
ly ; with the lofs of very few Men , the Enemy fcarce
| Shoating from the place , of which we cannot ima~
gine the reafon; Qur Trenches are now within 30
Yardsof the Couaterfcarp 5 thenightpaft , whichawvas
b £ night fince the opening of them , the Duke
-5 Mdnmourh (whofe turn ic was) Commanded in tha
Trenches, and the Service was very hot, the Enemy
firing upon us more furioufly then they had ever
done before 5 sur bufinefs now is to lodge our felves
on the Counterfearpe, which.we do not doubt but we
fhall do,being fo near itas we are ; We have three great
Bacteries, withinlefs chen Musket fhot of their Walis,
from Whence we are continually playing upon them
we have difmounted all their Guns which our Cannon
could bear upon , except two or three,
