IS Majefty came this Day to the

Houfe of Peers, and being in his

Royal Robes feated on the Throne

with the ufual Solemnity, the Ho-
nourable Sir Henry Bellenden, Gentleman Uther
of the Black Rod, was fent with a Meflage
from His Majefty to the Houfe of Commons,
commanding their Attendance in the Houfe of
Peers. The Commons being come thither ac.
cordingly, His Majefty was pleafed to make
the following moft gracieus Speech.

. My Lords, and Gentlemen,

‘*T'H E prefent critical Conjunéture of Affairs,

"% and my conflant Inclination to have the
Advice and Affiftance of my Parliamient on all
important Occafions, have made me defirous to
meet you here as early“as poflible,

Since your laft Seffion, I have taken fuch
Meafures as might be moft conducive to the
"Prote@tion of our Poffeflions in America, and
to the Regaining of fuch Parts thereof, as had
been encroached upen, or invaded, in Viiolation
of the Peace, and contrary to the Faith of the
mofl folemn Treaties. )

. For this Purpofe, the Maritime Force of this
Kingdom has"been got ready with the utmoft
Application and Expedition, and been principally
employed ;3 fome Land Forces have been fent
from ‘hence to North America ; and all proper

_Encouragement has been given to the feveral
Colonies there, to exert themfelves in their own
Defence, and in the Maintenance of the Rights
and Pofleflions of Great Britain,

Wi ith a fincere Defire to preferve my People
from the Calamities of War, as well as to pre-
vent, in the Midit of thefe Troubles, a general
War from being lighted up in Europe, I have
been always ready to accept reafonable and Ho-
hourable Terms of Accommodation ; but rohe
fuch have hitherto been propofed on the Part of
France. 1 bave alfo conﬁj:\ed mny Views and
Operations to hinder France from making newEn-
craachments, or {upporting thofe already made ;
to txert our Right to a Satisfaction for Hoftili-
ties committed in a Time of profound Peace ;
and to difappoint fuch Defigns, as, from various
Appearances and Preparations, there is Reafon
to think, have been formed againft my King-
Joms and Domiaions.
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By thefe Methods, I have purfued the FlA
which I formerly pointed out to you, and fog
which I had the SatisfaCtion to receivé the
{trongeft Affurances bf your vigorous Support,

What othef Rower can object-to Proceedihgs
{0 abfolutely neteflary to ‘out owh Defence and
Seturity ? My good Brother, the King of
Spain, fees with Concern thefe Differences 3 atd
the Part which he weneroufly takes in the com
m 1 Welfare of Europe, makes him earneftly
with the Prefervation ot the publick Tranduility.
He has al{o given Aflurances, that he will cofi-
tinue in the fame pacifick Sentiments,

In purfuing thefe gieat Ends, I make fio
Doubt of the vigérous and chearful Support of
my Parliament ; and that, whillt I ain engaged
in this juft and national Caufe, the affectiondte
Aflurances which they gave me the laft Seflion,
will be effeCtually made good, Tn Confegquetée
thereof, 1 have greatly increafed my Naval Af-
maments ; augmented my Land Forces i fach
a Manner as might be the leaft burthenfome's
and have concluded a Treaty ‘with the Empfe‘fn
of Ruffia, and another with the Landgrave of
Hefle Caflell, which fhall be Raid before you.

Gentlemen of the Houfe of Commons,

I have ordered the proper Officets torlay be-
fore you Eftimates for the Servite of the enfuing
Y ear, and likewife Accounts of the extraofditiar)r
Experces which have been made this Year, in
Purfuance of the Power given me by Parliament,
I fee, with great Concern, that the necefl:
Services before-mentioned will require large Sup-
plies, I ask only fuch 25 fhall be requifité for
the- effe€toal carrying on of thofe Meafutes,
which fhall be neceffary to fupport what has been
begun, according to your Inclination, for the
Security of my Kingdomd¢ and Dominions, dnd
for the Purpofes which have beerf alrtady meit-
tioned to you, Whatever you grant fhaM,
with the ftrite® CEconomy,. be applied tu-thgle
Ufes only for which it fhall be given,

My Lords, and Gentlemen,
T rely upon your Duty and good AffeBiohs,
which I have fo often expetienced, There
never was 3 Situation ifr which my Hogour, 4nd
the eflential Interefts of Great Britain, calle
more ftrongly for your Zeal, Unatiimnity, an
Difpatch,
